Uniform Policy 

 

Please read the following information carefully. I would suggest you take these guidelines with you 
when purchasing your school uniforms. All uniforms must be purchased from approved 
manufacturers.   

One approved manufacturer is K-12 Gear School Clothing.  These quality uniforms are available 
online at www.webclothes.com.  You can easily help the school fundraising while you shop there by 
clicking on ‘Fundraising with WebClothes” on the home page.  Click on ‘find your group’.  Concord 
Christian Academy is listed on the first page.  Just click on our school name.  This will take you to the 
WebClothes home page.  Click the search button on the top of the page.  In the search assistant you 
can choose from the manufacturers.  You then can pick from the drop down menu K-12 Gear (they 
even carry French Toast).  

The other approved manufacturer is French Toast School Uniforms.  These uniforms are available 
under the French Toast nametag as well as the Bugle Boy Official School Wear, and Lee School 
tags.

Please note that footwear and socks do not need to be purchased from an approved manufacturer.  

I. PRE-SCHOOL AND ELEMENTARY UNIFORMS: 
 

GIRLS:  

All pre-school and elementary girls will wear the following school uniforms purchased from one 
of the two approved manufacturers.  

1. Jumpers:  Two Pleat Front Jumper (#1275 French Toast) or Baby Doll jumper (#2761 
K-12 Gear).  Navy Blue or Khaki. 
They must come to the bottom of the knee when standing or sitting. 
Preschool girls should wear shorts (no denim) under their jumper (these should not be 
seen). 

2. Blouses:  Peter Pan Style Blouses.  Light Blue, White or Yellow. 
Blouses can be short or long sleeved.  Plain white t-shirt or camisole should be worn under 
blouses. 

3. Turtlenecks:  Navy or White may be worn under long sleeve blouses. 
4. Sweaters:  Crew Neck Cardigan Sweater or V-neck pullover.  Navy Blue or White.

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5. Footwear - Preschool:  Pre-school children may wear sneakers or casual dress shoes (no 
heels above 2”). 

6. Footwear – Elementary:  Elementary children may not wear sneakers except for gym 
class.  Sandals are not permitted due to safety reasons.  No heals over 2” may be worn.  
Otherwise, all shoes must be brown, black or navy.  

7. Socks or Tights:  Navy blue or White.  No other hosiery is acceptable. 
8. Gym Attire (3rd - 6th grades):  Concord Christian Academy tee shirts, knee length 

culottes  (navy blue or khaki) and sneakers. 
9. 6th grade girls are permitted to wear the girl’s high school uniform. 
 
BOYS: 

All pre-school and elementary boys will wear the following school uniforms purchased from 
one of the two approved manufacturers. 

1. Pants:  Pleated or Regular Double Knee Pant.  Navy Blue or Khaki. 
Please note that all pants must be the right size.  Students are not permitted to wear pants 
that are several sizes too big.   

2. Shirts:  Pique Polo Shirts.  Light Blue, Navy or White. 
These shirts may be long or short sleeved.  Plain white t-shirt should be worn under 
uniform shirts. 

3. Turtlenecks:  Navy or White may be worn under long sleeve polo shirts. 
4. Sweaters:  V-Neck Cardigan or V-neck Pullover Sweater (long sleeve or vest).  Navy 

Blue. 
5. Footwear - Preschool:  Pre-school children may wear sneakers or casual dress shoes. 
6. Footwear – Elementary:  Elementary children may not wear sneakers except for gym 

class.  Sandals are not permitted due to safety reasons.  Otherwise, all shoes must be dark 
brown or black.  

7. Socks:  Navy Blue or White. 
8. Gym Attire (3rd – 6th grades):  Concord Christian Academy tee shirts, plain shorts (navy 

blue or khaki), and sneakers. 
9. Belts:  Black or Brown (Mandatory 1st through 6th grades) 

 
II. HIGH SCHOOL UNIFORMS (7th – 12th Grades): 
 

All high school (7th – 12th) students will wear the following school uniforms purchased from one 
of the two approved manufacturers.  Please note that parents are responsible for proper sizing.  
Skirts too short, blouses too tight, or pants too large will be considered out of uniform.    

GIRLS: 

All high school girls will wear the following school uniforms purchased from one of the two 
approved manufacturers.  

1. Skirts:   
A. From French Toast School Uniforms:  #1270 - Long Skirt or #1268 – Kick Pleat 

Skirt - Navy Blue or Khaki.  Please note these are specific styles.  All other skirts 
from this manufacturer are not acceptable. 
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B. From K-12 Gear:  #2660 - Kick-Pleat Skirt or #2662 Jean-Style Long Skirt - 
Navy Blue or Khaki.  Must be at least 1" below knee. 

2. Blouses:  Oxford Blouse with Button-down Collar or Pointed Collar Blouse (K-12 
Gear) - Light Blue, White or Yellow.  Both long sleeved and short sleeve are acceptable.  
Plain white t-shirt or camisole is to be worn under uniform blouses. 

3. Turtlenecks:  Navy or White may be worn under long sleeve blouses 
4. Sweaters:  Flat Knit Crew Neck Cardigan or V-neck Pullover Sweater.  Navy Blue or 

White. 
5. Footwear:  High school (7th – 12th) children may not wear sneakers except for gym class.  

Sandals are not permitted due to safety reasons. Otherwise, all shoes must be brown, 
black or navy.  No heels over 2” high. 

6. Socks:  Navy blue or White.  Nylons are also acceptable.  
7. Gym Attire:  Concord Christian Academy tee shirts, knee length culottes  (navy blue or 

khaki) and sneakers. 
 

BOYS: 
 

1. Pants:  Pleated or Regular Twill Pant.  Navy Blue or Khaki.   
Pleated or non-pleated twill pants in navy blue or khaki.  These can be purchased from 
either of the two approved manufacturers.  Pants must be the right size.  Pants too big will 
be considered out of uniform.  

2. Shirts:  Pique Polo Shirts.  Light Blue, Navy or White. 
These shirts may be long or short sleeved.  Plain white t-shirts must be worn under uniform 
shirts. 

3. Turtlenecks:  Navy or White may be worn under long sleeve polo shirts. 
4. Sweaters:  V-Neck Cardigan or V-neck Pullover Sweater (long sleeve or vest).  Navy 

Blue. 
5. Footwear:  High school (7th – 12th) children may not wear sneakers except for gym class.  

Sandals are not permitted due to safety reasons.  Otherwise, all shoes must be dark brown 
or black.  

6. Socks:  Navy Blue or White. 
7. Belts:  Black or Brown (Mandatory) 
8. Gym Attire:  Concord Christian Academy tee shirts, plain shorts (navy blue or khaki), and 

sneakers. 
 
III. GENERAL UNIFORM INFORMATION: 
 
All students are expected to be in uniform the first day of school and each and every day of the 
school year.  Also all students must be in uniform when they arrive on campus not just by the 
beginning of school.  Any student in violation of this will be issued discipline without a warning.  
Please note that uniforms must be purchased from one of the two approved manufacturers.  
Only those uniforms mentioned are permitted to be worn.  If you are in question, please contact the 
school office before you make your purchase. 
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
